MONDAY, March 26, 2007, 6:30 PM, joint COLD SPRING city council and PLANNING COMMISSION meeting

The Joint City Council and Planning Commission meeting was called to order by Mayor Doug Schmitz at 6:31 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present:  Doug Schmitz, Fran Ramler, Mike Kathman and Dale Giinthir.  Member Brigetta Klemek was absent. The following Planning Commission members were found to be present: Gary Theisen, Ann Harren, Aaron Cheeley and Bill Foss.   

Others present: City Administrator, Larry Lahr and Planning Consultant, Karin Tank, EDA Director, Dan Steil, Jodi Robak, Gerald Schneider, Rod Dragsten, Cindy Walberg, Pat Donlin, Gene Hesse, Sandy Dwyer, Jeff Kraemer, Chad Kraemer, Maurice Bryan, Colin Wolf, Dave Trombley, Diane Eisenschenk, Wally Eisenschenk, John Kahlert and Doug Fuchs.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

The agenda was approved by MOTION OF MIKE KATHMAN SECONDED BY DALE GIINThiR.  MOTION APPROVED 8-0.

PUBLIC HEARING ON BUSINESS PARK PROPERTY – GLUEK BREWING COMPANY PROJECT

Mayor Doug Schmitz opened the public hearing at 6:33 p.m.  Larry Lahr reviewed the background materials relative to the request.  Chris Rice provided an overview and presentation on the proposed expansion.  Fran Ramler asked about the 60’ easement ownership.  Larry indicated that ownership could be given to Gluek or the adjacent property, however, the residential portion may want ownership. 

Wally Eisenschenk, 200 14th Street North asked if there was a layout or overview of the entire project area and future road implications.  Dale Giinthir shared a site plan with the Eisenschenks’.  Larry Lahr provided additional copies for the audience.  

Sandy Dwyer commented that the ownership of the easement should be determined before the road alignment is decided.

Dale Giinthir inquired as to the impervious surface coverage; whether it was calculated using the easement property.  

John Kahlert asked if 11th Street would connect. Discussion followed relating to ownership and road alignment.

Chris Rice discussed the existing lighting situation on the building noting that the exterior light packs would be replaced and retrofitted with shields on the West and North sides to allow for minimal security lighting.  

Discussion followed relating to discouraging truck traffic through North Pointe.  Maurice Bryan suggested that a gated community concept be explored utilizing the future truck gate.  Further discussion included posting no parking, dressing up the entrance and constructing a center median.

Cindy Walberg, 203 12th Street N asked when 11th Street would be put through and if it would for certain be R-1.  Mike Kathmann asked if the berm should be rezoned to R-2.

Jerry Schneider, 400 11th St N – asked if 10th Street was going to run North and South and added to additional commercial lots? After calling a third time for persons wishing to speak, Doug Schmitz closed the public hearing at 7:57 p.m.  

Discussion followed regarding the parking variance.  It was the consensus of the Planning Commission and City Council that the existing parking regulations were too restrictive for the Gluek project.  Due to the uncertainty of the impervious surface coverage and the need for research regarding the parking situation, the Planning Commission deferred action on the variance to the City Council.  The City Council directed staff to research the parking situation and provide a recommendation and further instructed the applicant to calculate the impervious surface coverage using the berm as a part of their property and excluding the berm from their property.  The group agreed that the berm should not count towards the applicants square footage if it wasn’t owned by Gluek.

MOTION MADE BY GARY THEISEN, SECONDED BY BILL FOSS, TO RECOMMEND REZONING OF THE PROPERTY AS DESCRIBED FROM C-3 TO I-1.  MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

MOTION MADE BY DALE GIINTHIR, SECONDED BY MIKE KATHMAN, TO REZONE THE PROPERTY AS DESCRIBED FROM C-3 TO I-1.  MOTION CARRIED 4-0.  COUNCIL NOTED THE PARKING VARIANCE WOULD BE CONSIDERED AT THE NEXT COUNCIL MEETING AND IT WAS THE GROUPS CONCENSUS TO LEAVE THE NEEDED SPACES IN GRASS UNTIL SUCH TIME IT IS NEEDED.

PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT BLUE HERON HEIGHTS 3RD ADDITION

Mayor Doug Schmitz opened the public hearing at 8:32 p.m.  Karin Tank reviewed the background materials relative to the request.  There were no comments received from the public.  Doug Schmitz closed the public hearing at 8:41 p.m.

MOTION MADE BY MIKE KATHMAN, SECONDED BY DALE GIINTHIR TO ADOPT RESOLUTION NO. 2007-08, A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT OF BLUE HERON HEIGHTS 3RD ADDITION.  DALE GIINTHIR NOTED THAT ANY DELINQUENT TAXES SHOULD BE PAID CURRENT.  MOTION CARRIED 4-0.
