The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Mayor Doug Schmitz and the pledge of allegiance was recited by the group.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION MADE BY MIKE KATHMAN, SECONDED BY BRIGETTA KLEMEK TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING ON VARIANCE FOR WATEWATER TREATMENT FACILITY

Chairman Kathman opened the public hearing at 6:32 p.m.  Bill Foss asked whether there will be a loss of parking on the property as a result of the new pre-treatment facility.  Foss also questioned whether the City Council or Planning Commission would prohibit commercial signage.  The rest of the Planning Commercial said that although they didn’t have any specific objection to signage, they would be agreeable to putting a restriction to that affect as a condition of the variance.  The majority of the City Council was willing to allow it per Ordinance.  Chairman Kathman closed the public hearing at 6:50 p.m.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY HARREN, SECONDED BY CHEELEY, TO RECOMMEND THAT THE CITY COUNCIL APPROVE A VARIANCE OF UP TO 76’ FOR GLUEK BREWING COMPANY TO CONSTRUCT ITS WASTEWATER PRE-TREATMENT FACILITY UP TO THE WEST PROPERTY LINE; FURTHERMORE, TO RECOMMEND THAT THE CITY COUNCIL APPROVE SAID REQUEST.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
