A MOTION WAS MADE BY Ann Harren, SECONDED BY Bill foss TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

continuation of a public hearing on text amendments to section 15, shoreland district of the zoning ordinance

The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:01 p.m.    John Anderson summarized the materials relative to the request and stated he has not received any feedback regarding the ordinance amendment at this time.  Mr. Anderson stated that the changes were in response to comments made by Dan Lais of the DNR.  Brigetta Klemek asked if the ordinance will affect the Cold Spring Granite redevelopment project.  Mr. Anderson stated that it will have an affect the project but that the DNR has asked for the City to submit a flexibility request to them to allow the redevelopment project to move forward with no issues.  The DNR is fully aware of what is being proposed and has not stated any opposition to the plan at this time.  No public comments were received.  Chairperson Cheeley closed the public hearing at 7:05 p.m.

A motion was made by brigetta klemek, seconded by Aaron cheeley, TO RECOMMEND APPROVAL OF ordinance no. 300 TO THE CITY COUNCIL OF COLD SPRING, amending SECTION 15, Shoreland District of the zoning ordinance as presented.  Motion Passed 5-0.    

application of Assumption Home, Inc. for a public hearing to approve a special use permit in the r-3, high density residential district

The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:05 p.m.    John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  Jan Luthens, representing Assumption Home, Inc. was present.  Mr. Anderson stated that a nursing home is a permitted use with the approval of a special use permit in the R-3, High Density Residential District and it has been determined that the existing Assumption Home nursing home facility has never had a special use permit granted and since they are now proposing an addition the special use permit was required.  No public comments were received.  Chairperson Cheeley closed the public hearing at 7:08 p.m.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY AARON CHEELEY, SECONDED BY ANN HARREN, TO APPROVE PLANNING COMMISSSION RESOLUTION 2008-05, RECOMMENDING TO THE CITY COUNCIL TO APPROVE THE SPECIAL USE PERMIT AS PRESENTED WITH THE ATTACHED CONDITIONS.   MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
application of Assumption Home, Inc. for a public hearing to approve the vacation of drainage and utility easements in the r-3, high density residential district 

The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:09 p.m.    John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  Jan Luthens, representing Assumption Home, Inc. was present.  Mr. Anderson stated that one additional condition should be added to Planning Commission Resolution 2008-06 in regards to dedicating a new drainage and utility easement across the west 10 feet of Lot 7, Block 8 Meadow View Addition, in favor of the City of Cold Spring.  Mr. Anderson Also stated that the electric company has been contacted and a plan has been discussed to move the electric line from the easement that is being vacated.   No public comments were received.  Chairperson Cheeley closed the public hearing at 7:12 p.m.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY ANN HARREN WITH THE ADDITION OF THE NEW CONDITION AS FOLLOWS:  “4.  EASEMENT.  THAT A PERMANENT DRAINAGE AND UTILITY EASEMENT IS DEDICATED ACROSS THE WEST TEN (10) FEET OF LOT 7, BLOCK 8, MEADOW VIEW ADDITION IN FAVOR OF THE CITY OF COLD SPRING.”, SECONDED BY AARON CHEELEY, TO APPROVE PLANNING COMMISSSION RESOLUTION 2008-06, RECOMMENDING APPROVAL TO THE CITY COUNCIL TO APPROVE THE VACATION OF DRAINAGE AND UTILITY EASEMENTS AS PRESENTED WITH THE ATTACHED CONDITIONS.   MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
application of Assumption Home, Inc. for a publid hearing to approve a preliminary and final plat to be known as assumption community in the r-3, high density residential district 

The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:14 p.m.    John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  Jan Luthens, representing Assumption Home, Inc. was present.  Mr. Anderson stated Jeremy Mathiasen has no additional comments other than the comments from his August 13, 2008 memo.  Mr. Anderson also stated that the site and building plans were recommended for approval at the July 28, 2008 Planning Commission meeting and approved at the July 30, City Council meeting and that numerous conditions were part of that approval.  At this time almost all the conditions have been satisfied and that there should be no reason why they should not all be satisfied.  No public comment were received.  Chairperson Cheeley closed the public hearing at 7:19 p.m.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY BRIGETTA KLEMEK, SECONDED BY BILL FOSS, TO APPROVE PLANNING COMMISSSION RESOLUTION 2008-07, RECOMMENDING TO THE CITY COUNCIL TO APPROVE THE PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT OF ASSUMPTION COMMUNITY AS PRESENTED WITH THE ATTACHED CONDITIONS.   MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
application of DAVID & DONNA VOGT, OWNERS OF D & d VOGT, INC, for APPROVAL OF A MINOR SUBDIVISION OF PROPERTY LOCATED IN the c-3, hIGHWAY COMMERCIAL DISTRICT 

John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  Reggie Froehle, representing the applicants was present and available to answer any questions.  Mr. Anderson stated that the owners, D & D Vogt, Inc., purchased the property requesting to be subdivided on two separate occasions.  Parcel A was purchased on May 10, 1991 and Parcel B was purchased on October 23, 1997 and some time after Parcel B was purchased Stearns County combined the parcels into one parcel without the owners consent.  Staff is recommending approval of the minor subdivision due to the fact the parcels were combined without the consent of the owners.  Mr. Anderson also stated that currently the building on Parcel B is being used as an accessory building for the Super America building on Parcel A.  Mr. Anderson stated that if the minor subdivision is approved, two easements would be needed for Parcel B.  One of these easements would be an ingress and egress easement in favor of Parcel B across a third parcel owned by David and Donna Vogt just to the east of Parcel B and the second easement would be a 20 foot wide utility easement centered over the water and sewer services that serve the building on Parcel B in favor of the property owners of Parcel B.  Mr Froehle stated that the minor subdivision was being requested by the owners due to the fact that the Super America, which occupies the building on Parcel A, has franchise rights and a right of first refusal to buy the entire property if the owners ever sell.  If the owners were to sell, Super America would be able to purchase the entire parcel, including Parcel A since it was combined by Stearns County, even though that was never part of the original right of first refusal.  Brigetta Klemek asked about the future of the property and if a business was allowed to move into the building on Parcel A, would it create the need for variances.  Mr. Anderson stated that it could possible create variances for items like parking.  Mr. Froehle stated that the owners would have to be careful with what they used the building for and any new business or use for the property would have to come before the City for approval before it could move in.  He also stated that long term plans are being looked at for the entire corner.   

A MOTION WAS MADE BY ANN HARREN, SECONDED BY BILL FOSS, TO APPROVE PLANNING COMMISSSION RESOLUTION 2008-08, RECOMMENDING TO THE CITY COUNCIL TO APPROVE THE MINOR SUBDIVISION AS PRESENTED WITH THE ATTACHED CONDITIONS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
