D.  Off-Site Gambling License, Richmond Lions 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE FORM LG230 APPLICATION TO CONDUCT OFF-SITE GAMBLING FOR THE RICHMOND LIONS FOR A RAFFLE TO BE HELD MARCH 1, 2014 AT THE ST. BONIFACE PARISH CENTER; FURTHERMORE, TO WAIVE THE 30 DAY WAITING PERIOD FOR SAID PERMIT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

E.  One-Day Gambling License, Stearns County Thunderin’ Toms 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE FORM LG220 APPLICATION FOR EXEMPT PERMIT TO CONDUCT ONE-DAY GAMBLING FOR STEARNS COUNTY THUNDERIN’ TOMS FOR A RAFFLE TO BE HELD MARCH 28, 2014 AT THE GREAT BLUE HERON; FURTHERMORE, TO WAIVE THE 30 DAY WAITING PERIOD FOR SAID PERMIT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

aPPROVE BREWER OFF SALE LICENSE – cOLD sPRING BREWING COMPANY 
Hetland explained that this license would allow the Brewery to sell off-sale beer at the Brewhouse, especially in the form of growlers, which they have discussed for quite a while.  Councilor Ramler inquired about the outdoor patio at the Brewery and why other establishments have a fenced in outdoor area.  Hetland explained that he thought the type of liquor license may dictate the requirement for fences.  He stated that he would look into the matter and report back to the Council.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE A SMALL BREWER OFF SALE LIQUOR LICENSE FOR COLD SPRING BREWING COMPANY EFFECTIVE JANUARY 14, 2014 THROUGH JUNE 30, 2014.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
APPROVE DECERTIFICATION OF COTTAGE HOMES TIF DISTRICT – RESOLUTION 2014-02 
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE DECERTIFICATION OF TAX INCREMENT FINANCING DISTRICT NUMBER THREE – COTTAGE HOMES OF COLD SPRING, EFFECTIVE DECEMBER 31, 2013, FOR TAXES PAYABLE IN 2014.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT, PAUL HOESCHEN 
A.  Purchase of Street Sweeper 

Hoeschen explained that this is a 2001 model street sweeper with low miles and in excellent condition.  He stated this sweeper is a vacuum style which is different than the City’s current sweeper, so he was unsure if it would completely replace the current one or if both would be used for various sweeping situations.
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A USED STREET SWEEPER FROM CARCO COMPANY OF RICE, MN IN THE AMOUNT OF $28,800; FURTHERMORE, TO PAY $14,400 FROM LINE ITEM 11-50-51-6413 AND $14,400 FROM LINE ITEM 15-70-73-6413.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.   
B.  Purchase of Skidsteer

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A NEW SKIDSTEER FROM MIDWEST MACHINE OF ST. CLOUD, MN IN THE AMOUNT OF $32,600, LESS $13,000 TRADE-IN, LEAVING A BALANCE OF $19,600; FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 11-50-51-6413.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
C.  Well Update 

Hoeschen stated that they will be drilling a pump well near the test well in Blue Heron Heights.  He stated that they will then check the flow rate, quality and quantity of water and monitor the surrounding wells in the area to see what impact it has on them.  He stated he will have more information to share at the next meeting.
D. Other 

Hoeschen explained that during the recent subzero temperatures that salt and sand do not make an impact on the icy roadways.  He stated staff had the idea to instead spread onto the roadways granite chips that were swept up after the seal coating project this summer.  He stated that the chips are jagged and larger and seemed to have made an impact.  
CITY ENGINEER REPORT 
Mayor Schmitz read the written report that was submitted.  It stated that work is ongoing on both the 2nd Avenue Feasbility Report and the CSAH 50 Reconstruction project. 
ADOPTION OF 2014 FEE SCHEDULE – ORDINANCE NO. 328
Hetland explained that there were a few increases to the fee schedule, mainly to the sewer and stormwater fees.  Mayor Schmitz suggested that next year the adoption of the fee schedule be done at the last meeting in December so that it would be in effect January 1st.  Hetland added that starting this year the fee schedule will be examined more closely during the budgeting process since these fees are part of the revenues for the City.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO ADOPT ORDINANCE NO. 328, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF COLD SPRING BY ADJUSTING VARIOUS RATES AND FEES.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
APPROVE CHANGES TO FIRE DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL POLICY 

Hetland explained that the fire department recommended the changes to the personnel policy under the Hiring and Resignation section, which applies to eligibility of applicants.  The first change is no longer requiring residency but instead requiring that that the applicant must be within eight minutes of the fire hall and within the fire departments coverage area.  The second change is that an applicant cannot be on more than one fire department within ten miles of the fire hall and that they must meet the training and meeting requirements of the fire department.

MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2014-03, A RESOLUTION REGARDING CHANGES TO THE FIRE DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL POLICY REGARDING THE ELIGIBILTY OF FIREFIGHTER APPLICANTS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
LIST OF BILLS AND ADDITIONS

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $1,129,941.30 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $11,227.49 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
