MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED By thelen, To approve the agenda of the JANUARY 29, 2014 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE JANUARY 14, 2014 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
B.  One-Day Gambling License, Ducks Unlimited Rich-Spring Chapter #119
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE FORM LG220 APPLICATION FOR EXEMPT PERMIT TO CONDUCT ONE-DAY GAMBLING FOR DUCKS UNLIMITED RICH-SPRING CHAPTER #119 FOR A RAFFLE TO BE HELD MARCH 10, 2014 AT THE GREAT BLUE HERON; FURTHERMORE, TO WAIVE THE 30 DAY WAITING PERIOD FOR SAID PERMIT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

POLICE CHIEF SELECTION

Councilor Thelen asked that background information be given for the benefit of the audience and public on the selection process.  Councilor Ramler, Mayor Schmitz and Hetland described the process which occurred over several months and the interview process that occurred in the last few weeks.  The Chief Selection Committee had unanimously recommended Eric Johnson for the position.  Hetland stated that a background check, physical and psychological exams will need to be performed and that the salary offer would still need to be determined. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO APPROVE THE RECOMMENDATION FOR A CHIEF OF POLICE FROM THE POLICE CHIEF SELECTION COMMITTEE.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  STADTHER ABSTAINED. 
INCREASE IN WATER & SEWER CONNECTION FEES – oRDINANCE NO. 329
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE ORDINANCE NO. 329 INCREASING CONNECTION FEES IN THE WATER AND SEWER DEPARTMENTS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION SERVICES – TED BORAN 

Sgt. Jason Blum introduced the Council to Ted Boran a retired law enforcement official who now conducts pre-employment background investigations for law enforcement positions.  Blum recommended that the background investigation for the new chief be conducted by someone who is not part of the department.  Boran explained the process he would take to perform the background check which he estimated could be completed in two weeks a rate of $25 per hour.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE SERVICES OF TED BORAN TO CONDUCT A BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION ON THE NEW CHIEF OF POLICE AT A RATE OF $25 PER HOUR.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

APPROVAL OF REFUNDING BONDS OF 2014A

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 2014-07 PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE, SALE AND DELIVERY OF $615,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION IMPROVEMENT REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2014A.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE FINANCIAL ADVISORY SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH NORTHLAND SECURITIES TO PROVIDE FINANCIAL SERVICES IN CONNECTION WITH THE 2014A REFUNDING BONDS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO APPROVE PROPOSALS WITH THE STATE BANK OF COLD SPRING AND GRANITE COMMUNITY BANK AS OUTLINED IN THE PROPOSAL FORMS PROVIDED BY NORTHLAND SECURITIES.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT, PAUL HOESCHEN 
A.  Adoption of Water Supply Plan 

Hoeschen stated that the water supply plan provides information to the Department of Natural Resources about the city wells including the number, capacity, storage, and contingency plans for the wells, in addition to information about the trout stream.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY thelen, SECONDED BY dingmann, To adopt the water supply plan as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

B.  Purchase of Grand Stand Netting at Baseball Park
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF GRAND STAND NETTING FOR THE BASEBALL PARK IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,600 WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 11-65-66-6714.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
C.  Discussion of Proposed Purchase of Used Pick-up Truck 

Hoeschen stated that there is $10,000 budgeted for the purchase of a used pick-up truck to replace the 1985 Dodge.  He explained their difficulty finding a used small, four wheel drive, extended cab truck for that price.  He stated that he would like the Council to give him prior approval to purchase a used truck when one is found instead of having to wait for the next Council meeting.  Hoeschen went on to explain that the City is not exempt from sales tax on vehicle purchases and that additional funds would be needed to cover the cost of the tax too. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A USED PICK UP TRUCK IN THE AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $11,000.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
D.  Update on Street Sweeper  

Hoeschen explained that after purchasing the sweeper he learned that the City is not exempt from paying sales tax on vehicles.  He stated that this sweeper is considered a vehicle because it is on a truck frame.   He stated that the purchase amount approved at the last meeting did not include sales tax. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY SCHMITZ, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE ADDITIONAL COST OF $1,872 FOR THE PURCHASE OF THE STREET SWEEPER.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

E.  Well Update

Hoeschen stated that the test pumping that was conducted has shown that the well at Blue Heron Heights does not look promising.  He stated that due to the geology of the area there is not much feeding the aquifer and the test well does not pump as much capacity as he hoped.  He stated he will wait to find out what the quality of water is before completely abandoning this site because if it is good quality it might be able to be tied in with another well to provide more capacity.  He stated they will next begin to focus on well testing at the Molitor property.   
CITY ENGINEER REPORT 
Lintgen explained that he has met with staff to discuss project design considerations for both the 2nd Avenue project and the CSAH 50 Reconstruction project.

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE FORM LG220 APPLICATION FOR EXEMPT PERMIT TO CONDUCT ONE-DAY GAMBLING FOR ROCORI BAND BOOSTERS, INC. FOR A RAFFLE TO BE HELD MARCH 30, 2014 AT ST. BONIFACE CHURCH; FURTHERMORE, TO WAIVE THE 30 DAY WAITING PERIOD FOR SAID PERMIT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
