MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF TWO BUDGETED LAPTOPS FOR THE POLICE DEPARTMENT’S VEHICLES.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO RATIFY APPROVAL OF A TEMPORARY ON-SALE LIQUOR LICENSE FOR THE COLD SPRING JAYCEES FOR FEBRUARY 3, 2013 FOR A SUPER BOWL VIEWING PARTY TO BE HELD AT THIRD STREET BREWHOUSE, RATHER THAN JANUARY 3, 2013, AS WAS APPROVED AT THE DECEMBER 26, 2012 COUNCIL MEETING.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

D.  Approvals for St. Boniface for 2013
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2013-02, A RESOLUTION GRANTING APPROVALS FOR ST. BONIFACE PARISH FOR THEIR WINTER FESTIVAL, BONI BALL, CASH RAFFLE, AND PARISH FESTIVAL FOR 2013.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
POLICE JOINT PERSONNEL AND POLICY ADVISORY HIRING RECOMMENDATION 
Mayor Schmitz stated that three interviews were conducted with three well qualified candidates that are currently part-time officers with the department.  Hetland stated that the department will now be short on part-time officers and may need to hire to fill those positions.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE OFFER OF EMPLOYMENT TO CHRISTIANN HOFFMAN FOR THE POSITION OF POLICE OFFICER, ACCORDING TO THE TERMS OF EMPLOYMENT OFFERED IN THE LETTER DATED JANUARY 7, 2013, PENDING SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF A BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE OFFER OF EMPLOYMENT TO JAMIE REVERMANN FOR THE POSITION OF POLICE OFFICER, ACCORDING TO THE TERMS OF EMPLOYMENT OFFERED IN THE LETTER DATED JANUARY 7, 2013, PENDING SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF A BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

FRIENDS OF THE LIBRARY PRESENTATION
Friends of the Library member Julia Konop read a statement requesting the Council to consider purchasing the First National Bank of Cold Spring property for the future Cold Spring Library.  Member Molly Olivier presented information to the Council which detailed the benefits of the site and building including location, cost, renovation potential, and possible funding sources. She stated that the total cost for the site, building purchase, and remodel of the building and furniture cost would be $605,310.  She also provided concept drawings of the renovated building as a library from the outside and layout of the space inside the building.  Mayor Schmitz stated that he would like to see the engineering costs, operational and maintenance costs, and loss of tax base costs for this building to get the full cost of this location.  It was noted that if the purchase were done now it would likely be another two years before the library could start using the space.  The Council stated that they would consider the information provided but not make a decision at this meeting. 
Public works director report 
A.  Report on Completed Baseball Park Electrical Project
Hoeschen reported that the Baseball Park Electrical Project has been completed by Cold Spring Electric.  He stated that Cold Spring Electric had gone beyond specifications for the project which were to replace the high voltage power lines with underground lines and to put in a new high voltage switch.  He stated that they did not charge for the extra work they completed which included removing all the other overhead wires, burying them underground, and switched around two poles. 
city engineer report 
Brian Lintgen reported that a meeting is planned for January 31st to discuss the transportation plan with the County and Wakefield Township.  He thanked Hetland for being a presenter at the newly elected officials training seminar held by Stantec. 
adoption of 2013 fee schedule – ordinance no. 323    
Hetland briefly explained that there were a few additions and modifications to the fee schedule.  He discussed that the new fee of $350 for burning without a permit when it is required or during a burning ban, would apply to properties only within the city limits.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO ADOPT ORDINANCE NO. 323, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF COLD SPRING BY ADJUSTING VARIOUS RATES AND FEES.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
2013 APPOINTMENTS AND MEETING DATES 
Mayor Schmitz presented the resolution regarding the annual appointments and meeting dates for 2013.  Councilor Thelen stated that he would like to revisit finding a different civil city attorney than the one proposed.  He stated that he felt that they should find someone else to serve the other needs of the City.  Councilor Stadther stated that research was already done in 2012 to change to a local law firm.  It had been determined then that it would be cost prohibitive to switch to that firm.  Mayor Schmitz stated that he felt that the current City Attorney has been doing a good job.  Dingmann suggested staying with the current firm for now, but that this year could be used to do some more inquiries into other firms that deal with municipalities and then do some comparisons.  Hetland stated that the City is allowed to have different attorneys for different issues, but a civil attorney needs to be named in the resolution at the beginning of the year.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-01, A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE ANNUAL APPOINTMENTS AND MEETING DATES FOR 2013.  MOTION PASSED 4-1.  THELEN OPPOSED. 
LIST OF BILLS AND ADDITIONS
MOTION MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO APPROVE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $1,191,360.38 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $4,960.98 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
