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tuesday, October 8, 2013 COLD SPRING CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

Mayor Doug Schmitz called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann, Dave Stadther, and Bob Thelen.  Others present: Paul Hetland, Brian Lintgen, Paul Hoeschen, Dan Steil, Karen Voz, Carrie Raber and Angie Haag.
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION WAS MADE BY ramler, SECONDED By dingmann, To approve the agenda of the october 8, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

consent agenda 

a.  Minutes – September 25, 2013  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 25, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
B.  Request by Church of Sts. Peter & Paul for Off-Site Gambling Permit – Resolution 2013-19
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2013-19, A RESOLUTION APPROVING ON OFF-SITE GAMBLING PERMIT FOR THE CHURCH OF STS. PETER AND PAUL FOR NOVEMBER 9, 2013.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

C.  Approval of Wine License for Cold Spring Bowling Lanes  

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE AN ON-SALE WINE LICENSE FOR COLD SPRING BOWLING LANES, EFFECTIVE WHEN APPROVED BY THE STATE OF MN – ALCOHOL & GAMBLING ENFORCEMENT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

PUBLIC INFORMATION MEETING, PART 1 WELLHEAD PROTECTION PLAN 
Karen Voz, from the Minnesota Department of Health stated that the City’s Wellhead Protection Plan has to be amended every ten years.  She stated that the amendment process begins at the eight year mark which the City has now reached.  She stated the reason for the meeting is to answer any questions on the rest of the process and that a public hearing would take place down the road before the Wellhead Protection Plan is adopted.  She distributed the new delineation map of the drinking water supply area, which is a wider area than in the past when it was based on pumping.  
public works director report 
A. Granite Community Bank Request 

Hoeschen explained that Granite Community Bank had requested that a connection of 2nd Avenue be made yet this year, even if it was a temporary connection.  Dan Steil was present on behalf of the bank and stated that they would be willing to pay the costs and accept liability for a temporary connection.  Hoeschen stated that he had met with bank officials onsite and explained the challenges that exist which make a connection not feasible at this time.  The challenges to make the connection of 2nd Avenue South to Main Street include crossing the Rocori Trail, which is too steep on the north side of the trail and on the south side there are too many structures that would be obstacles, including stormwater intakes, water valves and manholes.  He also added that a crossing over the trail would require ped ramps, striping and signage.  Council Ramler suggested the idea of a temporary road north of the Teals property but south of the trail. Hetland stated that the land in that area is owned by BNSF and that they would be meeting with representatives about an unrelated matter the following day and could approach them about this inquiry at the same time. 
B.  Insulate Primary Digester

Hoeschen explained that the primary digester is a circular tank that is part of the original 1963 plant and was rehabbed in 1990.  He stated that it is small for the capacity of volume the plant is dealing with.  He stated that if it was insulated it would be able to operate more efficiently by better retaining its heat.  He stated that high density foam insulation is proposed to be installed in the two inch air gap between the poured concrete wall and the split face. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO AUTHORIZE RETRO GREEN ENERGY TO INSULATE THE PRIMARY DIGESTER AT AN APPROXIMATE COST OF $4,000, FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6313.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

C.  Simbeck & Associates Payment

Hoeschen stated that the contractor has completed installation of the plastic liner in the equalization tanks.  He stated that City staff will now be completing the water balance test to make sure there are no leaks.  He recommended a partial payment to the contractor and that the rest of the contract amount would be paid after confirmation that the leak testing is completed.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PARTIAL PAYMENT OF UP TO $88,000 TO SIMBECK &  ASSOCIATES, FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6413.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

D.  Well Update

Hoeschen explained that on the latest site they drilled 270 feet of clay and found two thin layers of sand.  He stated that enough water was found for only a residential use, certainly not enough for the City’s needs.   He stated that an agreement has been drafted for SEH to provide hourly services through their hydro engineer to assist in determining the next site to drill on since the engineer at Stantec is not available due to a busy schedule.  He stated that the agreement would be for hourly services not to exceed $10,000. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH SEH AT AN HOURLY RATE NOT TO EXCEED $10,000.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

CITY ENGINEER REPORT 
A.  River Links 2nd Addition
Lintgen stated that they have begun to install the sewer pipes and are moving at a good pace now. 
B.  2nd Avenue North Improvement Project 
Lintgen stated that two informational meetings will be held to discuss the project with the neighboring property owners.  They will be held on October 15th at 10 am and on October 16th at 6:30 pm.  
C.  Granite Landing Update
Lintgen stated that prep work for the streetscaping continues and that it should begin to take shape within the next few weeks. 
D.  Stormwater Grants
Lintgen stated that both the Sauk River Watershed District and Stearns County Soil & Water Conservation District have funds available to assist in improving the quality of the stormwater before it runs off into the trout stream.  He stated that the available funding requires a 25% match from the City.  He described two different stormwater projects that both have a cost of approximately $100,000.  He stated that the first would be a system of stormwater improvements for the County Road 50 area that will be reconstructed next year.  He stated that he thought that the assessments for the project could be considered the City match for this project.  The second project he described was an infiltration system at the Baseball Park to treat the stormwater from the southwest area of town before it discharges into the trout stream.  Overall the Council was in favor of improving the quality of stormwater before it reaches Brewery Creek.  They struggled with determining where the City match would come from since there is no money in the budget to cover it. They inquired that if other grant funds were secured for the project, if that could be considered the City match.  Lintgen stated that he would check with each of these agencies for further information.    
INCREASE TO FIRE DEPARTMENT RELIEF CONTRIBUTION 
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO AUTHORIZE AN INCREASE IN THE CITY’S ANNUAL CONTRIBUTION TO THE FIRE DEPARTMENT RELIEF ASSOCIATION RETIREMENT FUND FROM $15,500 TO $16,100.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  SCHMITZ ABSTAINED.  
AUTHORIZE ADVERTISING FOR CLEANING SERVICE
Hetland stated that DeAnn Ginthiir had submitted a letter of resignation from the cleaning services that she had been providing to the City.  Hetland stated that the process to find a new cleaning service should begin.

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO AUTHORIZE THE ADVERTISING FOR A CLEANING SERVICE AT CITY HALL.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
APPROVE COLLEGEVILLE AGREEMENT

MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE FIRE AND RESCUE SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH COLLEGEVILLE TOWNSHIP.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
LIST OF BILLS AND ADDITIONS

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $225,584.89 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $65,785.48 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
At 8:00 p.m. the Council moved into a workshop session. 

WORKSHOP DISCUSSION ON CHIEF OF POLICE SELECTION PROCESS 

At 8:05 p.m. the Council reconvened their meeting with the workshop session.
Schmitz brought forward some questions and discussion points from the wages and benefits subcommittee of the Police Chief Selection Committee.  Previously Council requested from the Committee that a slate of candidates be given for Council consideration.  Clarification was given to Schmitz to bring back to the subcommittee and to Ramler and Hetland as well as members of the full committee that one candidate for consideration is acceptable if that is what the Committee determines.  Schmitz appreciated the direction and noted it would be reported to his group and the Committee at an upcoming meeting.
