Mayor Doug Schmitz called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann and Dave Stadther. PRESENTATION OF LIFE SAVING AWARDS TO OFFICER ERIC BOUCHER AND OFFICER RUBEN ZAYAS 
Interim Chief Chris Boucher presented Officer Eric Boucher and Officer Ruben Zayas with a Life Saving Award for their actions on two separate calls for service where their medical training and experience was directly used to save the patient’s life.  This is the second time Officer Zayas has received this award and the fifth time that Officer Boucher has received it.

MOTION WAS MADE BY dingmann, SECONDED By stadther, To approve the agenda of the november 12, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.

a.  Minutes – October 23, 2013  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 23, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.
B.  Approval of Sale of 1998 Cadillac STS 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO ACCEPT THE BIDS FOR THE SALE OF THE 1998 CADILLAC STS, A FORFEITURE VEHICLE, AND AWARD THE SALE OF SAID VEHICLE TO THE HIGH BIDDER SHERRILL KERZMAN FOR $500.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.

C.  Approve Hiring of City Hall Cleaning Service 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO ACCEPT THE BIDS FOR THE CLEANING SERVICE AT CITY HALL, AND AWARD THE CONTRACT TO THE LOW BIDDER, DONNA HANSEN AT $300 PER MONTH.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.

ODOR ABATEMENT MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH THE THIRD STREET BREWHOUSE 
Bob Peplin from MFRA began the presentation of the Odor Status Report prepared for the Cold Spring Brewing Company.  He stated that the number of odor complaints has decreased substantially since they began tracking them in April of 2011.  Brent Neisinger further explained that the recent steps of segregating yeast and can crusher waste have proven to have an enormous effect on their treatability.  He stated that they plan to install permanent structures to handle these streams.  He added that the can rinse water has also been segregated and although it is clean water it is sent straight to the City for treatment.  He added that they have installed a positive pressure stainless steel over on the basin in the metering building which had been identified as an odor source emission point.  
public works report
A.  Two Contract Extensions for Stantec 

1.  EQ Basin Relining
Hoeschen explained that Stantec had re-written the specifications on the equalization tank liner project after it was bid the first time and the bids were rejected due to the high cost.  The City then rebid the project and became the general contractor for the project.  He stated that being the general contractor there was also additional construction engineering costs incurred for questions onsite, by phone and by email.  He stated that the extra construction engineering costs would be between $3,000 and $5,000.

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE CONTRACT EXTENSION WITH STANTEC FOR THE EQ BASIN RELINING PROJECT WITH AN ADDITIONAL COST OF $2,000, PLUS AN ADDITIONAL $3,000 TO $5,000 FOR CONSTRUCTION ENGINEERING; FURTHERMORE TO BE PAID FOR FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6215.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  
2.  Wellhead Protection Plan

Hoeschen explained that additional engineering was needed for the Wellhead Protection Plan.  He stated that the MN Dept. of Health required additional modeling scenarios to be run to understand the complex geology of the wellhead protection area. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE TO CONTRACT EXTENSION WITH STANTEC FOR THE WELLHEAD PROTECTION PLAN UPDATE WITH AN ADDITIONAL COST OF $5,210; FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID FOR FROM LINE ITEM 13-70-72-6822.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.

B. Survey Molitor Property

Hoeschen explained that if the well siting on the parcel of land in Blue Heron Heights does not go well, he would like to move on to the next potential site which is the Molitor property.  He stated the property may need to legally be platted so the estimated cost for surveying is between $1,000 and $3,000.  He stated that they would like to have the survey work completed before there is snow. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE SURVEYING OF PROPERTY FOR WELLS, WELL PIPING, AND WATER TREATMENT FACILITY NOT TO EXCEED $3,000; FURTHERMORE TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 13-70-71-6212.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.

C.  Warming House Attendants

Hoeschen explained that they would like to rehire two workers from last year and advertise for two additional positions.  He stated that the total number of hours worked would remain the same but that they hoped to get more flexibility and availability in workers schedules by having additional workers.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE HIRING BLAKE FIELD AND AARON HOFFKE AS WARMING HOUSE ATTENDANTS AT $7.90 PER HOUR; FURTHERMORE TO APPOVE THE ADVERTISING FOR TWO ADDITIONAL WARMING HOUSE ATTENDANTS AND TO PAY THE TWO NEW HIRES $7.35 PER HOUR.  MOTION PASSED 4-0. 
D.  Road Salt 

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF ROAD SALT FROM HOLICKY BROTHERS IN THE AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $1,975.55; FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID FOR FROM LINE ITEM 11-50-51-6315.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.
CITY ENGINEER REPORT
A. County Road 50 Feasibility Report 
Lintgen presented the Feasibility Report which had been distributed to the Council prior to the meeting. He stated that the next step in the process would be for the Council to accept the report and set the improvement hearing for the project. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO ACCEPT THE COUNTY ROAD 50 FEASIBILITY REPORT AND SET THE IMPROVEMENT HEARING FOR DECEMBER 10, 2013 AT 7:00 P.M.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  

B.  Southwest Infiltration Project 
Lintgen reported that after closer review with Sauk River Watershed District and Stearns County Soil and Water they have collectively determined that the large and efficient infiltration project discussed will not be possible at this location.  The mainline storm sewer pipe in this area is deep and there is not enough depth between it and the groundwater level for the infiltration chamber inlet pipe and chambers.  He stated they discussed smaller projects such as rain gardens and sump manholes. 
LIST OF BILLS AND ADDITIONS

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $146,206.34 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $4,878.87 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  
The Council recessed at 7:14 p.m. for two minutes to resituate for a workshop discussion.
WORKSHOP SESSION
A.  Discuss Honer Land Near Public Works Site 

Hoeschen explained that Lance Honer owns a piece of property to the north of Erkens Water and south of the City Public Works Department.  He stated that in the future when a wastewater treatment plant expansion is needed the current maintenance shop would be displaced.  He stated the Honer land would be the ideal location for a future maintenance shop to provide greatest efficiency by having it in close proximity.  He also explained that this land has two sewer forcemains that run through it and that he would like to use the old forcemain pipe in the ground to create a complete back-up system instead of relying solely on the one in Frogtown Park.  He stated that Honer has been interested in selling the property at a price of $85,000, consisting of $50,000 cash and a $35,000 certificate of donation.  The Council agreed that this location would be ideal for future Public Works needs, but requested additional information from staff on donation certificates, the line items the funds would be drawn from, if an updated appraisal is needed, the tax value of the property, and the actual size of the property. 
B.  Molitor Property Request for Hunting Privileges

Hoeschen stated that in discussions with the Molitor’s on the property being considered for a well site, they have put in the land purchase contract that they are allowed to continue to hunt the land after the sale of the property.  Hoeschen stated that he believed this issue could be a deal breaker for the sale of the property and wanted to check with the Council.  The Council discussed the matter at length and ultimately came to the conclusion that they would be interested in either purchasing the 40 acre parcel and no hunting would be allowed on it or would be interested in obtaining an easement for 5 acres of land at a price of $13,000 an acre and the Molitor’s could continue to hunt on it.
