Others present: Paul Hetland, Brian Lintgen, Paul Hoeschen, Jim DeRose and Angie Haag.
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION WAS MADE BY stadther, SECONDED By dingmann, To approve the agenda of the november 27, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER 12, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
B.  Purchase New Color Copier 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A KONICA COLOR COPIER & PRINTER FROM MARCO FOR $5,044.50, WITH $3,783.37 TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 11-30-37-6413 AND $1,261.13 TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 11-40-41-6413.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT OFFICER APPROVAL 

On behalf of the entire Council, Councilor Thelen requested that a thank you be extended to the Fire and Rescue Department members for their service to the community. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE COLD SPRING FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT’S RECOMMENDATION TO REAPPOINT DAN WEBER AS FIRE CHIEF AND TIM LIESER AS SECRETARY.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
ACCEPT RESIGNATION OF FIREFIGHTER 
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO ACCEPT THE RESIGNATION OF FIREFIGHTER REGGIE FRALEY EFFECTIVE NOVEMBER 21, 2013, AND THANK HIM FOR HIS YEARS OF SERVICE.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
PURCHASE OF BLOOD PRESSURE MACHINE
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A BLOOD PRESSURE MACHINE AT A COST NOT TO EXCEED $1,700; FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID FOR FROM LINE ITEM 30-40-42-6311.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH JIM DEROSE OR RIVERSIDE INN

Jim DeRose, owner of the Riverside Inn, explained that due to delays the cost of his expansion project has increased from $1.2 million to $1.3 million, even though he has decreased the size of the project.  He stated that in order to move forward with his project yet this winter he would need additional financial assistance through Tax Increment Financing.  Hetland explained that it was initially thought that the Riverside Inn property was in the TIF district 5-5, but after further discussion it was determined that it is not.  Hetland stated that the district would need to be modified in order to add the Riverside Inn and that an existing property would need to be removed.  Hetland stated that staff has been meeting with the consultants to develop a Memorandum of Understanding for the TIF advancement of $110,000 to DeRose, but it is not ready at this time.  After some discussion the Council agreed that they would be comfortable with the advance payment when the certificate of occupancy is issued for the project.  Hetland also mentioned that the original reduced purchase price for the land in Lions Park would no longer be valid since the reduced price was determined upon the factor that no financial assistance was being requested.  Hetland stated guidance would be requested from the City’s consultant at Northland Securities to determine which property to remove from the district.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2013-21 CALLING FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSED MODIFICATION OF TAX INCREMENT FINANCING DISTRICT NO. 5-5.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT 

A.  Honer Property Update 
Thelen gave the Council an explanation on the bargin sale concept that is being discussed for the purchase of the Honer property.  The Council agreed that they are interested in the proposed purchase price for the property of $50,000 cash and $35,000 in donation.  The Council discussed proposing an installment payment plan for the purchase since this purchase had not been budgeted.  Hoeschen explained that Honer has requested another appraisal of the property.  The Council discussed the tight time frame of closing on the property before the end of the year and suggested that Honer may want to get the deed for the property prepared now. 

B. Well Search Update

Hoeschen explained that the test well at both Blue Heron Heights and the Molitor property are looking favorable.  He stated that more testing will be done in the next days and ultimately a long term sustainability stress test will need to be completed. 

CITY ENGINEER REPORT  

A.  Survey Work for Future Well 
Lintgen explained the piping route from the Molitor property to the existing water main would follow Spoden Road to County Road 140 to the north side of Highway 23 near GNP Company, which is approximately two miles.  He stated that before snow falls it would be good to get the route surveyed to determine roadway surface, ditches, right of ways, and the well property.  With the survey work complete now it would be one less step to do next spring when time lines will be tight.  Thelen suggested that Lintgen check with Stearns County to determine if an accurate and complete survey might already exist through their office.
