Mayor Doug Schmitz called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler and Jan Dingmann.  Absent: Dave Stadther and Bob Thelen.  Others present: Paul Hetland, Paul Hoeschen and Angie Haag.
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION WAS MADE BY ramler, SECONDED By dingmann, To approve the agenda of the december 19, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.

a.  Minutes – December 10, 2013  
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 10, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
B.  DeRose Land Sale – Resolution 2013-23
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-23, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
C.  Ordinance No. 327

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE ORDINANCE NO. 327 AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF COLD SPRING BY ADJUSTING SEWER RATES AND FEES.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.

D.  2013 Budget Amendments
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE AMENDMENTS TO THE REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE BUDGETS AS STATED IN THE STAFF MEMO ENTITLED “2013 BUDGET AMENDMENTS” DATED DECEMBER 19, 2013.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
RIVER LINKS 2 ASSESSMENTS 
Hetland stated that staff will be working with DJP Properties and will be sending the assessments for the appropriate parcels to the county auditor’s office.   
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO AUTHORIZE STAFF TO WORK WITH DJP PROPERTIES AND DISPURSE ASSESSMENTS TO THE LOTS IN RIVER LINKS 2.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
APPROVAL OF UNION CONTRACT WITH the POLICE DEPARTMENT 
Mayor Schmitz and Councilor Ramler explained that there are a few minor language changes that need to be finalized and approved on the drafts of the union and non-union contracts.   It was explained that once those changes are made and reviewed by the employee groups that the contracts will be completed.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE LABOR AGREEMENT WITH THE UNION CITY EMPLOYEES, AS PRESENTED, WHICH PROVIDES FOR A TERM FROM JANUARY 1, 2014 THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2016; FURTHERMORE, TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR, MAYOR SCHMITZ AND COUNCILOR RAMLER TO APPROVE ANY FINAL WORDING CHANGES.  MOTION PASSED 3-0. 
APPROVAL OF NON-UNION CONTRACT  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE LABOR AGREEMENT WITH THE NON-UNION CITY EMPLOYEES, AS PRESENTED, WHICH PROVIDES FOR A TERM FROM JANUARY 1, 2014 THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2016; FURTHERMORE, TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR, MAYOR SCHMITZ AND COUNCILOR RAMLER TO APPROVE ANY FINAL WORDING CHANGES.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.   
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT
A.  Approval of the purchase of land owned by Lance Honer

Hoeschen explained that a purchase price was agreed on after receiving the appraisal on land showing it had a value of $65,000.   He stated that Honer’s have agreed to provide a non-cash charitable contribution to the City by reducing the purchase price by $15,000 and the remaining $50,000 will be paid half in 2013 and half in 2014. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-24, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY; FURTHERMORE TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE AGREEMENT REGARDING VACANT LAND.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.   
B.  Advertising for Warming House Attendant
Hoeschen explained that the advertisement for the open warming house position will be published the following week.  He stated that since the next Council meeting isn’t until mid-January he’d like permission for staff to hire for the position and have it ratified at the first meeting in January.  The Council agreed to the plan. 
LIST OF BILLS AND ADDITIONS

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $119,993.41 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $2,882.97 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
CREATION OF A STIPEND FOR THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL – RESOLUTION 2013-25

Hetland stated that the concept of changing the pay system for the Mayor and Council had been discussed in the past year.  The change would be that the Council would receive a stipend instead of being paid on a per meeting basis.  He explained that stipends and payment to the Mayor and Council cannot be changed by statute unless before an election, which will occur in 2014.  The new system would take effect January 1, 2015.  The stipends for the Mayor would be derived by calculating the average paycheck of the Mayor in the last three years, and the Council stipend would be calculated the same way using the average paycheck of the Council in the last three years.  The amounts would be rounded to the nearest whole number.  By unanimous consent the Council requested that the 2% annual cost of living adjustment be stricken from the resolution. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-25, A RESOLUTION CREATING A STIPEND FOR THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS AS AMENDED.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
ADJOURN
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO ADJOURN AT 6:50 P.M., SEEING NO FURTHER BUSINESS TO COME BEFORE THE CITY COUNCIL.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
At 6:51 p.m. the meeting was reconvened.  Mayor Schmitz announced that since all year end activities had been completed there would not be a need for the Council meeting on December 23, 2013.
