MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE NEW AMORTIZATION SCHEDULES DATED DECEMBER 31, 2013, REFINANCING THE 2005 INTER-FUND LOAN, WHICH WAS USED TO FINANCE THE COLD SPRING BUSINESS PARK INFRASTRUCTURE AND BLUE HERON HEIGHTS 2 PROJECTS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT 
A.  Ballast Card Purchase 

MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF TEN BALLAST CARDS FOR THE ULTRAVIOLET DISINFECTION SYSTEM FOR XYLEM WATER SOLUTIONS AT A PRICE OF $5,770; FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6313.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
B.  Sanitary Sewer Televising

Hoeschen reported that he would like to delay this discussion until the next meeting. 

CITY ENGINEER REPORT 
A.  Co Rd 50/14th Avenue South/2nd Avenue Improvements 

Lintgen explained that during earlier Council discussions it was determined that for the purposes of obtaining better bid pricing and scheduling that these three projects would be bid together.  He stated that after further consideration he now believes it would be best to separate the projects.  His explained his reasoning stating that since the Co Rd 50 project will be receiving federal funds the contractors will need to be paid prevailing wages which will increase the cost of the project.  He also added that this project is more complex and will be on a tight time frame for start and completion dates since the project needs to be completed while school is out for the summer.  He stated that if the two other improvement projects get tied to the Co Rd 50 project it would end up costing more for the prevailing wages and could delay the completion of the project.  He stated that he does still support bidding the 14th Avenue South and 2nd Avenue South projects together.  He added that he is requesting that the 2nd Avenue Improvements be broken into two sections and that there be two Feasibility Reports completed.  He explained that more information on the infrastructure is needed on the 2ndAvenue North portion and that it should be delayed until next year.  He stated that more the southerly portion of 2nd Avenue should still be completed this year since there is urgency on getting that connection completed.  The Council requested that property owners on 2nd Avenue North be notified that the potential improvements discussed would be delayed a year.  Lintgen added that to keep on schedule he would like to have soil borings completed on 2nd Avenue for the Feasibility Report.  He stated that one boring can be completed now and the other five would need to wait until after the ground is thawed. He explained that since they will need to make two separate trips another charge of $100 for mobilization would be added to the bid price of $1,356.
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO ACCEPT THE BID FOR SOIL BORINGS FOR 2ND AVENUE SOUTH FROM GEOTECHNICAL ENGINEERING AND TESTING IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,456.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 

B.  Central Minnesota Credit Union Site Review

Lintgen stated that he has completed the site review on the new building for Central Minnesota Credit Union in the Granite Landing development.

C.  River Links Second Addition

Lintgen stated he had written a memo on the River Links Second Addition in regard to the City giving permission to the developer to start building houses before the streets are complete in the addition.  The Council was still supportive of this provided that the Fire Chief and Police Chief were also okay with it.  The Council stated that the developer should provide a written agreement stating that they accept all liability that might occur and that the City’s Attorney could then review it.

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $186,321.03 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $12,765.61 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

CLOSED SESSION: CONSIDERATION OF THE SALE OF LAND IN THE COLD SPRING BUSINESS PARK

The Council went into a closed session with EDA President Dan Steil and EDA member Joseph Warren for the purpose of discussing the consideration of the sale of land in the Cold Spring Business Park.   Steil presented a proposal received by the EDA from a developer who is interested in purchasing land in the Business Park.  Steil stated that the proposal received was under what the asking price for the land was and the proposal included a request for reduction of the water and sewer connection fees.  After much discussion the Council agreed they are in favor of the project but the offer presented is too low.  Steil stated that he will meet with the developer again to further negotiate the proposal. 
POLICE CHIEF CONTRACT NEGOTIATION: A MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, FOR A VOTE OF NO CONFIDENCE FOR ERIC JOHNSON TO BE APPOINTED AS CHIEF.  MOTION CARRIED WITH 3 IN FAVOR OF THE MOTION AND TWO ABSTAINING.  COUNCIL MEMBER STADTHER ABSTAINED DUE TO A CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND MAYOR SCHMITZ ABSTAINED WITH NO REASON GIVEN.
