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wednesday, february 27, 2013 COLD SPRING CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

Mayor Doug Schmitz called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann, Dave Stadther and Bob Thelen.  Others present: Paul Hetland, Paul Hoeschen, Brian Lintgen, Iggy Warnert, Stephanie Dickrell, and Angie Haag. 

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION WAS MADE BY stadther, SECONDED By thelen, To approve the agenda of the february 27, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

consent agenda 
A.  Minutes – February 12, 2013
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE FEBRUARY 12, 2013.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
B.  Revised Amortization Schedules for 2005 Inter-fund Loan
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE NEW AMORTIZATION SCHEDULES DATED DECEMBER 31, 2012, REFINANCING THE 2005 INTER-FUND LOAN, WHICH WAS USED TO FINANCE THE COLD SPRING BUSINESS PARK INFRASTRUCTURE AND BLUE HERON HEIGHTS 2 PROJECT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

C.  Approval of Closing Fund 42
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE CLOSING OF FUND 42 (2010 BREWRY HILL RECONSTRUCTION) AND TO TRANSFER THE REMAINING BALANCE OF $58,011.13 TO FUND 44 “2010B G.O. BONDS” WITH FUND CLOSING TO BE EFFECTIVE 12-31-12.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

SECURITY CAMERAS REQUEST
Councilor Thelen explained that as Council had directed Hetland had met with the heads of the Fire, Police and Emergency Management Services to determine if this is a worthwhile project to continue to discuss.  All three departments were in support of the idea and agree the next step would be to hold a public hearing to gather input and feedback from the community on installation of security cameras in the City.  Mayor Schmitz stated that it would be useful to get a rough estimate of costs before holding the public hearing because cost may be a contributing factor the public would want to consider.  Hetland added that Chief Jones would be gathering background information such as the laws that apply to security cameras and the use of them in other communities.      
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE SCHEDULING A PUBLIC HEARING ON MARCH 27TH, 20013 AT 6:30 P.M. ON THE MATTER OF INSTALLING SECURITY CAMERAS SYSTEM IN COLD SPRING.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT 
A.  Ultraviolet Disinfection System Parts

Hoeschen explained that the ultraviolet disinfection system disinfects the treated wastewater before it is discharged into the Sauk River.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF VARIOUS PARTS FOR THE ULTRAVIOLET DISINFECTION SYSTEM, NOT TO EXCEED $7,933.44 FROM LIVINGSTON MICROGRAPHICS; FURTHERMORE THAT THE PARTS BE PAID FOR FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6314.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
B.  Road Salt Purchase

Hoeschen stated that the purchase had already been made because their supply had dwindled to only what they had on the trucks.  He went on to read an email that he had received with a complaint about too much salt being used on the roads.  He explained that they apply salt at the rates determined by the State and County, but apply less frequently than those agencies.  He stated that they try to do the best they can to keep the roads safe while still being cognizant about the amount of salt being applied. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF ROAD SALT FROM HOLICKY BROS. WITH A COST NOT TO EXCEED $1,993.39; FURTHERMORE, THAT IT IS TO BE PAID FROM LINE ITEM 11-50-51-6315.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

C.  Contract with Liesch & Associates for Well Locating

Hoeschen explained that additional assistance is needed from Liesch and Associates to locate a site for a new well.  He again explained that due to the unique geography in the area it is difficult to find good quality and quantity of water for a municipal well.  He stated that locating a new well was included in the budget but since the location of the well is not known it is unknown if the amount of money budgeted will be enough to cover the cost or not.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE CONTRACT WITH LIESCH AND ASSOCIATES FOR WELL LOCATING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

D.  Property Agreement for Future Wells 

Hoeschen explained that he obtained a template from Liesch & Associates to be used for a property agreement when a location for a well is found on private property.  He stated that the agreement provides first for compensation to the property owner to drill on their property to determine if it would be a suitable location for a well, and secondly provides compensation if the drilling results are favorable enough for the City to purchase the property to drill a well.  He stated that he is seeking approval of the agreement form and would bring a completed agreement form back to the Council for approval when a site is determined. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY SCHMITZ, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PROPERTY AGREEMENT FOR FUTURE WELLS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

E.  Public Works Updates 

Hoeschen reported that he has received from the DNR a fully executed copy of the Lions Park boat ramp improvements agreement.  Mayor Schmitz asked that Hoeschen find out the date that the work will be completed to make sure it does not conflict with a Fishing Tournament on the Chain of Lakes on June 28, 2013. 

city engineer report  
A.  Transportation Plan

Brian Lintgen reported that the Planning Commission will start the analysis of the connection of 14th Avenue North to 6th Street North and discuss the effect it will have on traffic on Red River Avenue and other connections close to it. He stated that the 14th Avenue connection to Highway 23 should be open this summer.  Councilor Thelen reported that the Planning Commission had discussed the concerns that Wakefield Township had mentioned at their last meeting with regard to road locations.  He stated that the Planning Commission discussed moving forward cautiously and to try to stay away from areas the township raised as concerns. 

B.  First National Bank Site Plan Review 

Lintgen stated that the Planning Commission reviewed the site plan for the First National Bank project in Granite Landing.  He stated that there were some concerns on the zoning of the property.  Hetland explained that the First National Bank property is zoned C-1 Downtown Commercial but that the property doesn’t exactly fit the mold for C-1 zoning and that it ideally would fall somewhere between C-1 Downtown Commercial and C-2 Highway Commercial.  He stated that the Planning Commission was supportive in making the project happen. 
C.  Safe Routes to School Grant

Lintgen reported that he wanted to clarify that the proposed sidewalk on the east side of Co Rd 2 would be six feet in width.  He stated that five feet is minimum width required to meet the American Disability Act.  He reminded the Council that all the improvements in the project would fall in the County right of way.  Councilor Thelen stated that the property owners that would be responsible for maintaining the sidewalks were supportive of the project.  Hoeschen stated that he will be the project manager if the project is awarded grant funding.  Councilor Thelen stated that a crossing guard program could be beneficial in further enhancing safe pedestrian crossing during school hours.    
Zoning Certificate compliance – resolution 2013-05
Hetland explained that the property owner Rosemary Kaufman was requesting a zoning certificate compliance for the property that she owns in the First Spring Park addition.  He explained that her property consists of four lots, two of the lots hold both the house and the buildings and the other two lots have no buildings.  He stated that Kaufman is requesting that the two lots that contain the house and buildings be combined into one parcel and that the other two lots be left as one parcel identification number.  Hetland stated that each parcel would be in compliance with zoning regulations. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE PLANNING COMMISSION’S RECOMMENDATION TO PASS RESOLUTION 2013-05, A RESOLUTION PROVIDING A CERTIFICATE OF ZONING COMPLIANCE FOR LOTS 14 AND 15 IN FIRST SPRING PARK ADDITION TO COLD SPRING.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

retiring POLICE OFFICER badge #6402 – resolution 2013-06
Hetland explained that Police Chief Jones recommended the retirement of fallen Officer Tom Decker’s badge number so that it would be preserved in the department’s history and would not be used by another officer in the future.  Hetland explained that retiring a police officer badge number is considered one of the greatest signs of respect in honoring an officer.  

MOTION WAS MADE UNANIMOUSLY BY THE COUNCIL, SECONDED UNANIMOUSLY BY THE COUNCIL, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-06, A RESOLUTION RETIRING POLICE OFFICER BADGE NUMBER 6402.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
