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tuesday, march 12, 2013 COLD SPRING CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

Mayor Doug Schmitz called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann, Dave Stadther and Bob Thelen.  Others present: Paul Hetland, Paul Hoeschen, Brian Lintgen, Dan Weber and Angie Haag. 

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION WAS MADE BY thelen, SECONDED By stadther, To approve the agenda of the march 12, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

consent agenda 
A.  Minutes – February 27, 2013
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE FEBRUARY 27, 2013.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
B.  Purchase of Aluminum Cage for a Chevy Tahoe
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF AN EZ RIDER 1/3 PRISONER 2/3 K9 ALUMINUM CAGE FOR A CHEVY TAHOE FROM AMERICAN ALUMINUM ACC, INC. IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,377.00 WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM THE DRUG FORFEITURE FUND.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

fire department annual report 
Fire Chief Dan Weber presented the 2012 Annual Report to the Council.  He stated that they were under budget by approximately $14,000.  He stated the number of calls was similar to past years, with a total number of calls of 326 of which 258 were rescue calls and 68 fire calls.  He explained several sources of revenue including billing insurance companies for calls, training reimbursements and grants.  He stated that in 2012 the 20 year old air packs and harnesses were upgraded to the newest standards.  He stated that they are planning to purchase a new pumper in 2014.
COMMUNITIES OF DISTINCTION 
Mayor Schmitz and Paul Hetland explained that they had been contacted for Cold Spring to be featured in a television program called Communities of Distinction, which promotes unique communities across the nation.  The segment would be five minutes in length, would cost $19,800 and be broadcast nationally on Fox Business Network and other regional networks.  City officials would be able to give input on the content of the segment and would sign off on the script which would be developed and recorded this summer and broadcast in the fall.  Hetland stated that potential sources for funding may be the Initiative Fund, Lions, and Cold Spring Area Chamber of Commerce.  The Council discussed that local businesses may be interested in contributing if their business would be featured in the segment.  Councilor Dingmann suggested contacting past cities that had been featured to find out the benefits of being on the program.  The Council gave consent for Mayor Schmitz and Hetland to move forward by continuing with further discussions with the producers for the Communities of Distinction program.  
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT 
A.  Purchase of 6 Tires for Sludge Hauling Trailer 
Hoeschen reported that the tires for the trailer will be purchased under the state bid pricing. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE PURCHASE OF SIX TIRES FOR THE SLUDGE HAULING TRAILER AT A COST OF $2,050 WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6314.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
B.  Purchase of Chemicals from Hawkins Chemical 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF CHEMICALS FROM HAWKINS CHEMICAL IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,643 WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6815.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
C.  New Well Update
Hoeschen stated that he does not have any encouraging news to report yet. 
D.  MnDOT Master Partnership Contract – Resolution 2013-07
Hoeschen reported that the oil for the Durapatcher would need to be purchased through this contract. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-07 ADOPTING THE MASTER PARTNERSHIP CONTRACT WITH THE MINNESOTA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

E.  Presentation of the Minnesota Rural Water Association’s 2013 Source Water Protection Award 
Hoeschen presented the award that was given to the City from Minnesota Rural Water Association for the City’s outstanding efforts in protecting groundwater.  He stated it is the collective efforts of many that make it possible to be the recipient of this award. 
city engineer report
A.  Co Rd 50 Improvement Project Informational Meeting

City Engineer Brian Lintgen explained that he and Hoeschen would like to host an informational community meeting again for the property owners along Co Rd 50 that would be affected by the improvement project which is tentatively scheduled for 2014.  The meeting would be held on April 4th at 6:30 p.m. and letters would be sent to the individual property owners. 

B.  Transportation Planning 
Lintgen reported that they continue to look at roadways and more information will follow at a future meeting.    
blue heron heights forfeited lots 
Hetland explained that there are about 600 lots in Stearns County that are tax forfeited properties, 29 of which are in the City.  He stated that the City has to determine if they want to re-assess the tax forfeited properties.  He stated that these lots are in the Blue Heron Heights addition and the assessments were for water, sewer, storm water, curb and gutter, streets, trails and sidewalks.  The total outstanding amount owed is $1,418,028.37 and the unpaid principal is $872,468.31.  The assessments per lot range from $25,387.71 to $135,978.65.  The Council was in agreement that the entire amount of outstanding assessments should be reassessed to these respective properties. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE REASSESSING THE TAX FORFEITED PROPERTIES IN BLUE HERON HEIGHTS FOR THE TOTAL AMOUNT OF $1,418,028.37 AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

list of bills and additions   
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $104,320.61 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $15,992.62 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
RESCHEDULE public hearing for security cameras  
Councilor Thelen stated that he would like the Council to consider rescheduling the public hearing for the security cameras to another date due to a scheduling conflict that would not allow the Chief of Police to be present at the meeting.  Mayor Schmitz was reluctant to move the public hearing since it had already been published and he was aware of people that would be coming to the meeting that night for that purpose.  After some discussion the Council agreed that it would be best to hold the public hearing during the first meeting in April.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE RESCHEDULING THE PUBLIC HEARING ON SECURITY CAMERAS TO APRIL 9, 2013 AT 6:30 P.M.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
Councilor Thelen inquired whether the March 27, 2013 meeting should still be held since the Council would already be meeting for a second time in March for a special meeting on March 19th.  Hetland stated that the bills could be prepared for approval at the March 19th meeting.   
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY RAMLER TO CANCEL THE REGULAR SCHEDULED CITY COUNCIL MEETING ON MARCH 27, 2013.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
