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Monday, july 29, 2013 COLD SPRING CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

Acting Mayor Jan Dingmann called the meeting to order at 7:30 a.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann and Bob Thelen.  Absent: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Member Stadther.  Others present: Paul Hetland and Paul Hoeschen.  

ACCEPT EQUALIZATION TANK LINER REPLACEMENT BIDS 
Paul Hoeschen gave an introduction to the equalization tank liner project and explained the previous bidding of the project only resulted in one bid which was over $300,000.  At the time of the first bid opening the amount was not announced, the Council had then rejected the bid and approved re-bidding the project.  Hoeschen reported that the second round of bids had been opened on Friday, July 26th.  There were four bids received which were as follows: Simbeck & Associates - $108,000, GSI - $131,626, Environmental Fabrics - $145,118.70 and Industrial & Environmental Concepts - $149,093.15.  Hoeschen stated that he will now be considered the general contractor for the project and that a proposal had been received from Kraemers Trucking and excavating for an approximate cost of $30,000 to remove the old tank liner.  He added that burying the tank liner and water testing will be done by staff.  He stated that the old tank liner may be recycled at a location in Pennsylvania otherwise it may be disposed of at Tom Kramer Inc.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY thelen, SECONDED By ramler, To accept the bids for the equalization tank liner replacement project as presented and award the project to the low bidder simbeck and associates at a cost of $108,000 and furthermore to accept the bid from kraemer trucking and excavating for the tank liner removal of approximately $30,000.  MOTION PASSED 3-0.
