Mayor Doug Schmitz called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann, Dave Stadther and Bob Thelen.  Others present: Paul Hetland, Paul Hoeschen, Brian Lintgen and Angie Haag.
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION WAS MADE BY dingmann, SECONDED By stadther, To approve the agenda of the august 13, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

a.  Minutes – July 24, 2013  
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 24, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
B.  Minutes – July 29, 2013 
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF JULY 29, 2013 CITY SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
C.  Apportionment Agreements

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO RATIFY APPROVAL OF AN APPORTIONMENT AGREEMENT WITH COLLEGEVILLE TOWNSHIP, LUXEMBURG TOWNSHIP, AND WAKEFIELD TOWNSHIP REGARDING STATE FIRE AID FOR EACH AREA NOW SERVED BY THE CHAIN OF LAKES FIRE AND RESCUE DISTRICT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 

D.  Paynesville Fire & Emergency Mutual Aid Agreement

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO RATIFY APPROVAL OF A FIRE & MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF PAYNESVILLE AND A NUMBER OF NEIGHBORING FIRE AND EMERGENCY DEPARTMENTS OF WHICH INCLUDES THE CITY OF COLD SPRING.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 

E.  Accept Resignation of Firefighter Marv Mueller

MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO ACCEPT THE RESIGNATION OF FIREFIGHTER MARV MUELLER AND THANK HIM FOR HIS DEDICATED SERVICE.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

COLDSPRING DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT AMENDMENT
Hetland stated that the agreement amendment would be sufficient documentation to reach the original intent of the agreement for the amount of TIF for Coldspring.  He stated that the Stearns County Recorders office will be sent this information and that this should put them on the right path to get the expected payment amount to Coldspring.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-14, A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT FOR PRIVATE DEVELOPMENT WITH COLDSPRING (FORMERLY KNOWN AS COLD SPRING GRANITE COMPANY).  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  SCHMITZ ABSTAINED.
DECKER MEMORIAL SIGN APPROVAL
Hetland explained that a small ceremony will be planned to commemorate the installation of the signs which will be brown and white in color according to the federal mandates.  He stated that the signs should be installed soon. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF TWO SIGNS DESIGNATING OFFICER TOM DECKER MEMORIAL HIGHWAY IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,983.20 TO BE REIMBURSED TO THE CITY OF COLD SPRING BY HIS FAMILY MEMBERS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

Riverside inn land purchase 
Hetland explained that a quit claim deed had been drafted to approve the sale of the property which consists of 6,018 square feet for the amount of $2,407.20.   He stated that a draft agreement for the lease of the parking lot for use of overflow parking has also been prepared so that Riverside Inn could use parking in Lions Park at times when their lot is used at full capacity.  He stated that an amount for the lease has not been determined and that the Council may want to have the Planning Commission review the lease agreement and make a recommendation to the Council.  The Council agreed to that suggestion. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE QUIT CLAIM DEED, RESOLUTION 2013-15 AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY, AND AUTHORIZATION FOR THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO RECORD THE DOCUMENTS AND CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
public works director report 
A.  Purchase Wastewater Disinfection Parts

MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF PARTS FOR THE WASTEWATER DISINFECTION SYSTEM FROM XYLEM FOR THE PRICE OF $2,225.39; FURTHERMORE TO BE PAID FOR FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6314.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
B.  Wastewater Pump Repair 
Hoeschen reported that one of the wastewater pumps failed a few weeks ago.  Staff has researched prices for repair versus a new pump and has determined that the pump should be repaired.   
MOTION WAS MADE BY SCHMITZ, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF PARTS TO REPAIR A PUMP AT A COST OF $2,329 INCLUDING TAX AND SHIPPING WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6314.  

C.  New Well Siting  

Hoeschen reported that the three sites for a new well have failed.  He stated that he will begin to search more to the east toward Rockville.  He said that when they search to the east they will drill for soil samples and then determine whether to proceed with drilling a test well. He stated that the Department of Natural Resources has granted a ten month extension to the deadline for Cold Spring Brewery which will give them until December of 2014 to find a new water supply.  Hoeschen stated that it is his goal to find a location for the new well before winter. 
CITY ENGINEER REPORT

A.  River Links 2 Update 
Lintgen explained that the developer provided the County with information that is satisfactory to their requirement for the right of way for CSAH 49.  He stated that by the middle of August the contractors will begin work.  

B.  14th Avenue Connection

Lintgen explained that since the bids were much higher than expected he is recommending that the project be delayed until next year when it can be re-bid as part of another reconstruction project.  He explained that several factors resulted in the higher bids including contractors busy schedules, small quantities of materials, the time of  year and a stronger economy.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO REJECT THE BIDS FOR THE 14TH AVENUE CONNECTION PROJECT AND TO RE-BID THE PROJECT THIS WINTER WITH ANOTHER PROJECT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 

C.  CSAH 50 Reconstruction Project
Lintgen reported that the topographic survey work has been completed and that he is still working on the Feasibility Report for the project.  He suggested a meeting with staff and the Safe Routes to School Committee to discuss the project to which the Council agreed would be beneficial.

WORKSHOP SESSION - PLANNING DOCUMENT 
Hetland distributed a planning document for discussion.  The document showed major projects that will likely occur in the City from 2014 to 2023.  The document will be presented to the Planning Commission for their discussion and comment too.
