MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 13, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 4-0. 
B.  Approval to Hire Two Part-time Police Officers  
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE OF HIRING MATTHEW HOLMGREN AND ANITA HENNINGSGAARD FOR THE POSITIONS OF PART-TIME POLICE OFFICERS EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, WITH A STARTING PAY OF $17.32 WHICH IS THE FIRST STEP OF THE PART-TIME POLICE OFFICER PAY SCALE WITH THE ONLY BENEFIT BEING THE CURRENT PART-TIME CLOTHING ALLOWANCE OF $30.00 PER CALENDAR QUARTER IF THE EMPLOYEE WORKS 36 OR MORE HOURS DURING THAT QUARTER.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  
Easement Assistance for 15 14th avenue south

The property owner at 15 14th Avenue South, Aaron Loomer, was present to discuss a situation with garage appearing to be on the utility easement on the west end of his property.  Loomer requested action from the City to help resolve the situation to sell the property.  After a discussion on the layout of the property and the review of pictures and an abstract drawing, Council recommended the topic be further reviewed with Staff and the Planning Commission if necessary.  It was further noted that a survey of the easement would be needed and it would be at the owner’s expense.  Loomer was appreciative of the City’s time and assistance.

Hetland stated that the proposal was reviewed and approved by the Public Works Director and the Police Chief.   Therefore, Staff recommended approval of the race.

City Engineer Brian Lintgen gave a written and brief verbal report regarding River Links 2nd Addition, the County Road 50 feasibility report status, and streetscape work in Granite Landing by Granite Community Bank.

Joseph Dane was present to discuss an outstanding renter utility bill on behalf of Jennifer Kelley.  He stated to Council that the staff was rude regarding inquires about the bill and late fees.  He further stated that the late fees appeared to be made up or arbitrary.  He asked to have a break down of the charges, how the penalties were calculated, and when were notices sent out.  He request that only the principle amount be paid and the late fees be waived.  Council and Administrator Hetland stated that they needed to give the benefit of the doubt to Staff and research the situation further.  If any further Council action was necessary, it was suggested that the subject come back to the next Council Meeting.
