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tuesday, september 10, 2013 COLD SPRING CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

Mayor Doug Schmitz called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann, Dave Stadther, and Bob Thelen.  Others present: Kris Dockendorf, Brian Lintgen, Paul Hoeschen, Corey Donat and Angie Haag.
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

MOTION WAS MADE BY dingmann, SECONDED By stadther, To approve the agenda of the september 10, 2013 city council meeting as presented.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

consent agenda 

a.  Minutes – August 28, 2013  
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 28, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
CONSIDERATION OF CHARITABLE GAMBLING LICENSE APPLICATIONS
The Council was presented with two applications to operate charitable gambling at Cold Spring Lanes which were submitted by Rocori Booster Club and Big Lake Aquatic Association. The Council discussed that the Booster Club was a finalist the last time there was an opening at this site and that this site would be an easy transition for them.  Corey Donat the President of the Big Lake Aquatic Association stated that although they are not within the Cold Spring zip code their members do make an economic impact on the Cold Spring area.  He added that their present site location has been declining in use and that a new site would be needed for them to continue to operate charitable gambling.
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO AWARD THE CHARITABLE GAMBLING OPERATION TO THE ROCORI BOOSTER CLUB AT COLD SPRING LANES.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
adopt proposed 2014 preliminary levy – resolution 2013-16
Finance Director Kris Dockendorf presented information on the proposed levy as previously discussed at the budget meeting.  She stated that the tax rate for 2014 would remain the same as it was for 2013 at 38.018%.  She stated the preliminary total proposed tax levy for 2014 is $977,739.     
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2013-16, A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE PRELIMINARY 2014 TAX LEVY, COLLECTIBLE IN 2014.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

A.  Sidewalk Installation on 3rd Avenue South between Teals Market and Rocori Trail 

Hoeschen reported that they had received a quote for the installation of sidewalk at the price of $7,000.  Hoeschen stated that he also received a quote for just the concrete work at a price of $1,650, with staff doing the rest of the work including moving a sign, black dirt, and seeding which he estimated to cost $600. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE QUOTE FROM CUSTOM CONCRETE IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,650 FOR SIDEWALK INSTALLATION ON THE EAST SIDE OF 3RD AVENUE SOUTH BETWEEEN TEALS MARKET AND THE ROCORI TRAIL WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 11-50-51-6618.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

B.  Equalization Tank Liner Replacement Project

Hoeschen reported that staff has removed all the plastic media from in the equalization tank.  He stated that staff had recommended putting the plastic on Craig’s List and it is nearly all gone and has saved in recycling and landfill costs.  He stated the new liner should be installed next week. 

C.  Authorize Rehabilitation of Well #4 and Well #5

Hoeschen reported that maintenance is needed on the wells to ensure their continued pumping capacity.  He stated that there may be items that need to be replaced when the maintenance is being done such as motors, check valves and steel pipe.  He presented the price for such replacement items but stated that the rehabilitation prices do not include the replacement of such items. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO AUTHORIZE WELL #4 AND WELL #5 REHABILITATION AT A TOTAL COST OF $22,900 WITH THE WORK TO BE COMPLETED BY THEIN WELL WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 13-70-71-6413.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
D.  Repainting of Curb for Various Handicapped and No Parking Areas

Hoeschen reported that they plan to repaint the handicap and no parking areas in two spots on Main Street to bring the curb paintings within compliance of state statutes.  He stated that he planned to meet with the respective businesses to determine their preferences with respect to the location of the handicap space.  The Council was in favor of following state statute, but inquired whether handicap parking was required on street or if it is better to be provided off street.  Hoeschen stated he would do further research on the matter.  
E.  Approval of Crack Sealing 

Hoeschen reported that there was $20,000 budgeted for crack sealing and that the contractors had provided their bids on the amount of pounds that they would be able to provide for that amount of money.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE CRACK SEALING FOR $20,000 TO GLIEDEN ENTERPRISES WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 11-50-51-6611.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

CITY ENGINEER REPORT 
A.  River Links 2nd Addition
Lintgen reported that he attended the preconstruction meeting for the utilities installation.  He stated that they are installing the erosion control this coming week and will be doing some blasting.  He added that utilities should be installed by the end of September.  Lastly, he reported that all outstanding items are complete on the plat and that it is ready to be signed. 

B.  2014 County Road 50 Improvement Project

Lintgen reported that work on the Feasibility Report is ongoing.  He stated that soil borings are being taken to determine suitability of underground storm water infiltration trenches and that there is a possibility of getting a stormwater treatment grant for this project.  He added that Dan Krone has been working to obtain easements of record, vested deeds, and property owner information at a cost of $50 per parcel through Tri County Abstract which will be a project cost and total approximately $1,500. 
C. Granite Landing Streetscape

Lintgen reported that streetscaping at Granite Community Bank will begin soon.

MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO AUTHORIZE THE ADVERTISEMENT FOR THE SALE OF THE 1998 CADILLAC SEVILLE FORFEITURE VEHICLE BY SEALED BIDS.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

APPROVAL OF ONE DAY GAMBLING LICENSE FOR COUNTRY SNOW CRUISERS, INC. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE FORM LG220 APPLICATION FOR EXEMPT PERMIT TO CONDUCT ONE DAY GAMBLING FOR COUNTRY SNOW CRUISERS, INC. FOR A RAFFLE TO BE HELD ON NOVEMBER 29, 2013, AT THE GREAT BLUE HERON; FURTHERMORE TO WAIVE THE 30 DAY WAITING PERIOD FOR SAID PERMIT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE ACCORDING TO THE LIST TOTALING $148,026.80 AND SUPPLEMENTAL LIST TOTALING $738.93 PRESENTED BY CITY STAFF.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

WORKSHOP – CONSIDERATION OF LAND PURCHASE NEAR PUBLIC WORKS

Hoeschen stated that he would like to postpone this discussion since Hetland was not in attendance. 
NEW WELL SITING  
Hoeschen explained that with the assistance of Chris Blonigen, an experienced well witcher, he has been researching water sources near Rockville as a site for a new well.  He stated that there are two properties in the Rockville Business Park that are tax forfeited properties that he is interested in, but felt more strongly about the water potential on a private piece of land in Rockville that is also for sale.  He stated that he would like to first take soil samples, and then drill test wells at these locations.  He stated that he has received permission from Cold Spring Granite to do the same on the land that the City’s south water tower sits on.  They discussed the costs of piping water from Rockville and the potential location of where the pipes would be installed.  Hoeschen stated that he had received permission from the County to go ahead with the test well drilling on the tax forfeited properties with the stipulation that all of the information gathered from the test wells be given to them too.  He stated that on the private piece of land he has agreed to a price of $300 to drill a test well and has negotiated the possible purchase of the land from an original cost of $159,900 down to $110,000 which does not include the unpaid assessments which are approximately $14,000 and closing costs which he estimated to be $3,000.  He stated that in preparation of the possibility of further interest in this piece of property for a new well, a private contract would need to be agreed on with a purchase price. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY SCHMITZ, SECONDED BY THELEN, TO APPROVE THE DRILLING OF TEST WELLS AT THE FOUR SITES DISCUSSED AND TO AUTHORIZE THE PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE A PRIVATE CONTRACT NOT TO EXCEED THE AMOUNT OF $127,000 FOR THE PURCHASE OF LAND FOR A NEW WELL SITE.  MOTION PASSED 4-1.  RAMLER OPPOSED.
