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Tuesday, september 17, 2013 COLD SPRING CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

Mayor Doug Schmitz called the special meeting to order at 4:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Doug Schmitz and Council Members Fran Ramler, Jan Dingmann, and Bob Thelen.  Others present: Jeff Hagen, Don Simon, Rena Weber, Paul Hoeschen, and Paul Hetland
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

The meeting was called as a joint discussion with City of Rockville officials to discuss water needs for Cold Spring and upcoming waste water needs for Rockville.  

Cold spring water services

Public Works Director Paul Hoeschen gave a summary to those present about the needs of Cold Spring for finding a suitable well.  He noted that the constrictions to protect the hydrology and biology of Brewery Creek by the Minnesota Department of Resources added challenges.  Of equal concern were the increased amount of nitrates found in the northern part of the City and how increased pumping has created an increase draw of nitrates.  
Hoeschen noted the locations he had been considering within the Rockville industrial park due to its believed high volume of water.  It was noted that the draw of water should not affect the water supply of Rockville because it was believed they would both be on separate aquifers.  Rockville officials did have concerns about the lack of tax base that could be generated on the most desirable lot on the east side of the park as it faces State Highway 23.  Cold Spring officials understood the concern and discussed a secondary area on the west end of the park that would be less prime real estate for commercial and industrial needs.  

Hoeschen further noted that there were still a couple other locations closer to Cold Spring under consideration and the group agreed that those options should be explored further.
Rockville waste water services

Administrator Rena Weber gave an overview of the needs of a cheese factory that intends to develop in their city.  The new business will be adding an increased about of flow, biochemical oxygen demand (BOD), total suspended solids (TSS), Phosphorus, and even Ammonia.  It was mentioned that after a meeting with the developer,  it was reported that with the factory’s use of the whey, the waste water’s loading would be drastically reduced.  Hoeschen stated that the estimates for the wastewater concentration coming to Cold Spring’s facility would be the equivalent of an additional 13,000 residential units.  Rockville currently has about 121,000 gallons remaining on its wastewater permit to flow to Cold Spring with the addition of the factory reducing it by 10,000 to 80,000 gallons.  It was asked what would occur if limits are exceeded, and it was answered that Rockville could purchase more capacity.  Still, the capacity at Cold Spring’s facility may ultimately need expansion.  
Those present felt the meeting was constructive for both community’s and looked forward to continuing their cooperative relationship.
