MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 10, 2013 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
B.  Minutes – September 17, 2013
MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 17, 2013 SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

MOTION WAS MADE BY STADTHER, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE FORM LG220 APPLICATION FOR EXEMPT PERMIT TO CONDUCT ONE-DAY GAMBLING FOR CATHOLIC UNITED FINANCIAL FOR A RAFFLE TO BE HELD OCTOBER 25, 2013 AT THE GREAT BLUE HERON; FURTHERMORE, TO WAIVE THE 30 DAY WAITING PERIOD FOR SAID PERMIT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

PREMISES PERMIT FOR CHARITABLE GAMBLING – RESOLUTION NO. 2013-18
MOTION WAS MADE BY RAMLER, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-18, APPROVING THE GAMBLING PREMISES PERMIT APPLICATION FOR ROCORI BOOSTER CLUB AT COLD SPRING LANES.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
TRANSPORTATION PLAN 
City Engineer Brian Lintgen presented the future roadways map and future growth areas as developed by the Planning Commission over the last year.  He stated that the map will provide a guideline for future roads, although the exact location for these roads has not been determined but it will also serve as a guide for roadway layout when future tracts of land are developed.  He pointed out that there is only one future road in the time frame of zero to five years which is the intersection of County Road 50 and County Road 2.  He stated that since this is a county intersection they will be making the decision on how to improve it.  Hetland presented the future growth area map and stated that the first growth area to be annexed would be to the north and west of the City.  He stated that the creation a special rural taxing district would maintain values and property owners taxes.  He stated that utilities would not be brought to these areas until they are requested by the property owners.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY RAMLER, TO APPROVE THE TRANSPORATION PLAN, THE GROWTH AREA SUPPORTING THE TRANSPORATION PLAN AND THE INTIAL PHASE OF GROWTH AS RECOMMENDED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION, WITH THE UNDERSTANDING THAT UTILITIES WOULD BE BROUGHT INTO THE AREA WHEN REQUESTED, A SPECIAL RURAL TAXING DISTRICT WOULD BE ESTABLISHED, AND AN AGREEMENT WOULD BE DEVELOPED WITH WAKEFIELD TOWNSHIP PER STATE STATUTE ADDRESSING THE LOSS OF TAX BASE.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

A.  New Well Locating Update
Hoeschen reported that a test hole drilled by the south water tower was not very favorable. He stated that the water has high levels of iron and manganese and it would require a water treatment plant.  He stated that he has four other sites that he would like to drill on.  He stated that since Stantec’s hydro geologist is busy so he has requested assistance from the engineering firm SEH to help determine which of the four sites would be best to first drill a test well on. 
B.  Purchase of Controls for Turblex Air Blowers
MOTION WAS MADE BY THELEN, SECONDED BY DINGMANN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF CONTROLS FOR TURBLEX AIR BLOWERS FROM INCONTROL AT A COST OF $2,528.22 WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 14-70-72-6314.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
C.  Purchase of a Spring for Snow Hauling Truck
MOTION WAS MADE BY DINGMANN, SECONDED BY STADTHER, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A SPRING FROM HUSKY SPRING AT A COST OF $1,051.59 WITH THE FUNDS TO BE DRAWN FROM LINE ITEM 11-50-51-6314.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
D.  Equalization Tank Liner Replacement

Hoeschen stated that the liner has been replaced on the first tank and the second tank will be completed on the following day.  He stated that next they will have to complete the water balance tests on the tanks which will happen over the course of several weeks.  
E.  Other  

Hoeschen reported that Julie Zimmerman has accepted another position and will be resigning.  He stated that he is too busy now to try to train a new person so he will wait to replace her position later.  He stated that flushing of water mains will occur next week. 
CITY ENGINEER REPORT 
A.  River Links 2nd Addition
Lintgen reported that there is blasting and dewatering occurring and that pipe will likely be installed in the ground next week. 
B.  2014 County Road 50 Improvement Project

Lintgen reported that soil borings have shown the area to be sandy and good for infiltration. 
C. Granite Landing Streetscape

Lintgen reported that footings will be dug for the granite pillars that are part of the streetscape. 
D. 2nd Avenue North Improvements

Lintgen reported that Granite Community Bank and Teals Market have asked that 2nd Avenue South be connected to Main Street across the Rocori Trail. The Council discussed that if 2nd Avenue South was going to be improved that perhaps the improvements should continue north of Main Street to the intersection with 2nd Street North.  Lintgen stated that two informational meetings could be held to accommodate the schedules of both the businesses and residents adjacent to 2nd Avenue.
