Storm Water Utility Fee

T

he City of Cold Spring will be implementing a new storm water utility fee of $1.75 per billing cycle for each water and sewer account starting on the September 2012 billing.  
The reasons for this new fee are many.   

Assessments help pay for the replacement of curb and gutters in street projects but the balance of their cost and for storm water maintenance, general taxation is used.  A fee can help pay for those costs and provide greater equity by including properties exempt from property taxes.  Also, in times of diminishing State aid, new ways of funding help meet the needs of aging infrastructure.  Water quality and quantity – as the case is with isolated street flooding to its accumulative affects downstream to inflow and infiltration of waste water lines – are also reasons why storm water is managed and why there are costs.   

This fee is estimated to generate about $15,000 per year.  This amount does not cover all of the costs associated with storm water management in the City, but like water and waste water bills, the intention is to implement greater fairness in paying for these services.  The City will be evaluating this new fee for possible changes in the future to better meet infrastructure needs.

Cold Spring Prepares For Election
T

he City of Cold Spring has started preparing for the election this fall.  There are several positions that will be open in this election including the mayor and two city council member seats.  The mayor serves a two year term and council members are elected to four year terms. The newly elected officials will take their positions on January 1, 2013.  The filing period for these positions opens July 31, 2012 and goes through August 14, 2012 at 5 pm.  Those running for either position must be at least 21 years of age, reside within the City limits of Cold Spring for the past 30 days prior to filing and be eligible to vote.  No previous experience in government is necessary to be a council member or mayor.   
The primary election will be held at the City of Cold Spring on Tuesday, August 14th and the general election will be held Tuesday, November 6th.   Absentee Ballot application forms and Voter Registration forms are available at City Hall.

Prescription Drug Medication Drop Boxes 
T

he City of Cold Spring encourages you to drop off unused prescription drugs at one of the three drop sites located in Stearns County.  Proper disposal of unused and unwanted medication keeps medication from being misused or contaminating our fragile water sources.  There are no forms to fill out or waiting in line for disposal.  The drop box is a secure, safe, anonymous way to dispose of leftover medications so they don’t fall into the hands of those who may abuse these substances. 

The program is so well used that in a matter of five months after the first drop box was installed in Stearns County a total of 875 pounds of medication has been collected and incinerated at a licensed disposal site.  This is a cooperative project between the Stearns County Sheriff’s Office and the Stearns County Environmental Services Department.

Products that are accepted: Adhesives, Aerosols, Automotive Chemicals, Cleaners, Fluorescent Bulbs, Fuels, Garden Chemicals, Mercury, Mothballs, Paints,
Poisons, Pool Chemicals, Roofing Tar, Sealers, and Solvents.
Products NOT accepted: Appliance, Electronics, Explosives, Furniture, Household Garbage, Medical Waste, Pharmaceutical Waste, Tires and Unknowns.

Rocori Trail Breaks Ground on First Phase
O

n Thursday, June 28, 2012, the ROCORI Trail Construction Board (RTCB) broke ground on Phase 1 of the ROCORI Trail. Approximately nine years in the making, this is a momentous day for RTCB and its three communities of Rockville, Cold Spring, and Richmond.

Duane Willenbring, RTCB Chair and Rockville city councilor, welcomed the group of about two dozen to the ground breaking ceremony, including representatives from the three cities, Stearns County, Minnesota Department of Natural Resources, Burlington Northern Sante Fe (BNSF) Railroad and National Parks Service. 

The ROCORI Trail success is due to partnerships, as reflected by the diverse group in attendance. Specifically, Willenbring called out the partnership with BNSF, “The cooperative effort of BNSF folks and with us here today is Roger Schwinghammer. It’s been phenomenal working with Roger and BNSF and I look forward to continue working with them on the balance of the 9+ miles ROCORI Trail.”

Ground breaking was on a corridor that will run from 178th Avenue North between Richmond and Cold Spring and to just east of the Sauk River in Cold Spring. This is phase 1 of a three-phase trail project that will eventually run all the way through Rockville to Suburban Racquet Club.
More than 96% of the costs for Phase 1 will be paid through $2.1 million in federal and state grants secured. Willenbring thanked the three city administrators, city councils, Stearns County, DNR, BNSF, state legislators, committee members and their consultants Rinke Noonan and Short Elliott Hendrickson. He made a special thank you to Senator John Pedersen and the hard work he did personally to champion the ROCORI Trail through the state legislature bonding bill process.
Construction on this phase begins in early July and is expected to be completed by the end of September.  

 “We have worked hard since 2003 to make this trail a reality in our time.” said Duane Willenbring, Chair of the ROCORI Trail Construction Board.  “There is still much to be done and more trail to build, but we look forward to fulfilling the promises of this wonderful addition to our area.  This is a good time to pause and celebrate hard work and our greater community. ”
